1. Opening Meeting

1.2	Opening.  The meeting commenced at 6:27pm.

GD provided advice that one of the members of MPC had recently been seriously hurt in a motor bike accident on Mt Petrie Rd.  First aid was provided by 3 shooters who witnessed the crash and the ambulance officers attending stated that the first aid rendered most likely saved his life.

1.3	Previous Minutes

1.3.1 	Confirmation of Minutes.  The minutes were confirmed as presented.

1.3.2	Feedback of the communication relating to the recent Site Users Meeting to the individual clubs and their members.
· BSC. Planning for the Sporting Clays National Championships to be held on 8/11 October with 380-420 competitors.  Challenges are dealing with plastic wads and setting fields ensuring that flora and fauna are looked after.
· COBPC.  Construction in progress.
· MPB.  Site User Minutes are circulated to members.
· MPC.  Information is posted on the noticeboard.  There is interest in the new road sign.
· QRA.  The sharing of Site User information has provided good feedback to the QRA Board.
· BISC.  Extremely successful junior and wheelies camps held last month.
2. Management Reports

2.1	Finance Report

PD tabled the Site Users investment portfolio information, in particular the transfer of assets to the proposed portfolio.  This transfer is in progress which will result in an increased valuation.  PD also tabled the Account P&L for the year to date.  The reports are attached.

3. Matters for Discussion

3.1 Illuminated Sign

Exposure on the sign is free for Site Users, so PD asked that messaging be considered.  Proposals should be discussed with PD.

3.2 Surface Water Management Plan

The overall plan will be worked through during the remainder of this year.


3.3 Complex Standing Orders

PD has received returns and is working to finalise the orders.

3.4 Armistice Memorial

The proposal to have a Federation Star on the base of the Memorial is being revisited as the cost is very high.  The project is being revisited with emphasis on cladding posts and memorial walls.  No work will occur until after Remembrance Day.



3.5 Wildlife Preservation

PD advised the meeting that there had been an incident on the Harry Madden Range at SSAA which was posted on social media where shooters seemed to be shooting in the direction of a wallaby on the range.  The post has since been taken down.  PD was obliged to report the incident to S&R.  This lead to discussion on the supervision of unlicensed shooters with agreement that one size does not fit all.  Site Users need to risk assess their operation and look at obligations under the legislation.  WD commented that they have ROs circulating on buggies as they have had shots fired at stocks of clay targets and batteries that power the target throwers.  GT commented that MPC has installed cameras throughout their facility to monitor range operation.  Access to the system can be remote on mobile phones.

3.6 Site Survey

The survey has been conducted but PD is waiting for more detailed information before payment for the work is finalised.  Once finalised it will be distributed to Sub Leases.

3.7 Master Plan

PD advised there has been vigorous discussion with S&R representatives, Mode and Project Management as the plan to date focusses on the Olympic facilities with other areas needing more detail.  It does not appear to be heading in the best direction for the benefit of everyone.

4. Matters for Noting

4.1 	Correspondence

From QTS. Financial support for Bill Simmonds and Greg Schneider who were selected to represent Australia at the World Benchrest Championships in Finland.  Financial assistance of $1000 each was approved.

4.2	Open Discussion.  Representatives shared various matters that were arising in their clubs.

· BSC.  Membership has just topped 800.  Struggling to get volunteers.  C&T activities generate funds for the club but there is a need for licenced volunteers to supervise.  Looking at paid employees.  TAFE students working in the kitchen and also doing some grounds maintenance.
· MPB.  Commented on the problem of getting volunteers, which was then acknowledged as a universal problem.
· COBPC.  Commented that new members are spoilt and generally do not help.
· MPB.  Asked about repurposing facilities.  PD advised that the Complex is a S&R facility and therefore approval is required to change the facilities.  It is unlikely that major works would be approved before the Olympics.  There will be disruption to all Site Users leading up to and during the Olympics.  Post Games we should be taking advantage of interest generated by the Games.
· Chair.  Trees have recently been lopped and power lines cleared.
· Chair.  GD intends to seek guidance from Site Users on what they want to get out of these meetings.  He will communicate separately.
· Chair.  Site Users are asked to advise any equipment they may have for sale.
