1.3	Previous Minutes

1.3.1 	Confirmation of Minutes.  The minutes were confirmed as presented.

2.1	Finance Report

PD tabled the Site Users Financial Report and Budget for 2024-29 which is attached.

The auditors will be finalising their report soon.  It is unlikely there will be any change to figures.

The Government will fund the Master Plan and Site Users will cover Survey work.

3. Matters for Discussion

3.1 Illuminated Sign

PD advised that construction has commenced.  Completion is expected at the end of March.

Site Users were asked to think about exposure on the sign, which could be used to promote events or participation.

3.2 Surface Water Management Plan

BSC plans will be considered/actioned first and then the overall plan will be revisited in the middle of the year to determine the next action.

3.3 Speed Controls

A decision has been taken by QRA that the 20 kph speed limit will remain.

PD will distribute the latest draft for checking and advice of any changes.  Site Users are requested to check club contacts.




3.5 Site Survey

Progress on the Master Plan has stopped due to the Olympic/Paralympic 100 day review.  It is expected that it will start again with consultants meeting with Site Users individually.

The Site Survey now being resurrected by a separate contractor.

The Government check of buildings and assets can be expected to occur in March.
